Students in the
undergraduate RUX major demonstrate a commitment to enhance
their own and others’ capacities for further effective struggle
regardless of objective conditions, possible current limitations, or
short-term strategic outcomes.

1. Create change. Students in the undergraduate RUX major
apply the principles and craft of doing strategic “public work” to
specific social change endeavors, particularly in urban areas.
