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WCU Entrepreneurship Fellowship Program

The WCU Entrepreneurship Fellows program is designed to supplement academic courses through coaching, mentoring, and educating students from across the university who are interested in entrepreneurship.  The program will identify and build key skills possessed by successful entrepreneurs, as well as expose students to the perspectives and insight of entrepreneurs.  The program will include workshops, guest presentations, and experiential learning opportunities.  The fellows will be coached and mentored by faculty, entrepreneurs, and professionals - one on one and in groups.  Workshops and guest presentations will inform and educate the fellows on topics such as effective introductions, networking skills, presentation skills, etiquette, etc.  Experiential learning opportunities such as attending networking events and practicing elevator pitches will strengthen and build skills vital to their success.  
The goal of the WCU Entrepreneurship Fellows program is to prepare students to strengthen and refine their entrepreneurial aspirations, develop skills vital to their entrepreneurial success, expand their network, and more broadly prepare the fellows for a successful career.  Fellows who complete the program will be placed in a competitive internship with a high growth startup or early stage company.
The program is designed to 
· strengthen and refine students’ entrepreneurial aspirations

· develop skills vital to entrepreneurial success

· provide access to tools and literature designed for entrepreneurs

· expand students’ network

· match students with an entrepreneur mentor

· provide useful career skills

· signed pledge to participate in 8 of the 10 workshops/meetings
