Laptop: We will often explore computer generated visualizations to help conceptualize
objects in Euclidean and non-Euclidean geometries. It is recommended that you
bring a laptop to class with wireless internet access (to use Desmos) and access to
Mathematica or Maple. It is not expected that you have any experience using these
tools and you will usually only be asked to apply code written for you. However, it
will be difficult to avoid them so I encourage you to be open to using them. You can
access these programs through the RamCloud; however, all WCU students have
access to Mathematica Desktop.

Course Outline: This course will cover non-euclidean geometries from a transformational
point of view. Emphasis will be on inverse geometry, hyperbolic geometry, and
spherical geometry. Other topics may be discussed if time permits.

1. contrast properties of inversive, hyperbolic, and spherical geometry,
2. construct proofs of geometric results,
3. illustrate the role of geometry in problem solving,

4. investigate the mathematical applications of geometry,

(as a weighted average) by your performance on these assessments.

Written Homework Assignments: It can be difficult to feel comfortable with an area of
mathematics without exploring a variety of examples. To this end, homework will
be assigned regularly and scored out of 100 points. Typically, the option to complete
some corrections to certain homework problems may be possible upon request.
Homework corrections must be turned in with a brief reflection describing what
went wrong the first time and what you learned from doing it again.

Class cancellation policy: If a class must be canceled, you will be informed at a prior
class meeting.

Make-up Policy: Make-up exams will be granted only for excused absences accompanied
with documentation, e.g. a doctor’s note, police report, etc. In order to be approved
for a make-up quiz or exam, you must notify me prior to the start of that assess-
ment. Exceptions to this policy only occur in special, emergency circumstances. The
University has a support system if you miss more than three days of classes due to
an illness, personal/family emergency.
